Massenet’s brilliant Werther has been with me since

| was a teenager. Upon listening to Charlotte’s letter

aria, | was struck by the deep, melancholic soundworld
combined with a sense of fear and repression. As an
adult the same elements of Massenet’s composition
affect and inspire me to understand the deep psychology
of Werther and Charlotte. | discovered that in the first
half of the opera the listener clearly senses only Werther's
anxiety, stemming from unrequited love, while Charlotte
hides behind her sense of duty. Suddenly in the opera’s
second half one sees Charlotte’s profound anguish and
realizes that it in fact comes close to matching Werthers.
This structure has inspired an unconventional view of
portraying the opera on stage.

Werther is an unreliable narrator whose suffering is
depicted through memory and constant thoughts of
suicide. Are his memories accurate? Are his portrayals
of others truthful depictions of their sentiments? Is
Charlotte’s image a product of his fantasy, or do we,
and Werther, see her as she truly is? These are all
questions that are meant to enhance your theatrical
experience so that you can make your own judgments.
As the psychology of Werther is complex, so should
your reaction be... as equally sympathetic and suffering
human beings with your own anxieties and anguish.

As with all great opera
composers, Massenet writes vocal lines that reveal the
emotions of the singers, whilst still presenting the story
in a natural flow of language and gesture. Add the
rich subtext in the orchestra, and we are carried on a
passionate journey with the singers that will leave you

emotionally captivated by the end.

Massenet is a wonderful orchestrator, with exquisite
touches throughout the score. One unusual sound

in Werther is the use of the saxophone as a featured
solo instrument in many places, particularly in the very
popular aria for Charlotte, “Va, laisse couler mes larmes”
in Act lll. Listen out for this powerful and unusual color,
which brings an exotic touch to the soundworld.

| know that this will be an exciting and provocative
theatrical presentation for you. Werther is a major league
opera that isn't performed enough, and | hope you will
agree with me that it deserves to be right up there with
the other great Romantic operas that we all love.

When we sat down to write this program note, we were struck by Werther's own

eloquence in the original novel by Goethe. A poet and a dreamer, Werther's passion

spirals into obsession when he cannot have his beloved Charlotte—and yet his anguish

speaks to all of us. The following has been extracted from The Sorrows of Young Werther
by Goethe, translated by David Constantine, Oxford World’s Classics.

Dear Reader,

It has seemed to many that the life of a man is only a
dream, and I am myself always accompanied by that
feeling.

I've never felt so light-footed. I was more than human.
The swect girl in my arms and whirling around with her
like the stormwind till all about us lapsed away and—
Reader, in all honesty I must tell you I swore that, cost
what it might, no girl I loved and had any claim on
should ever waltz with anyone but me.

An angel! Bah! Every man has his angel, does he not?
And yet I am not in a state to tell you in what ways
she is perfect and why she is perfect, only that she has
seized hold of all my thoughts and feelings. Three
times I have begun Lotte’s portrait and three times
the result was a disgrace. In her black eyes I read a real
sympathy for me and for my fate.

My passions were never far from madncss.

Albert has come and I shall leave... And he is so
honorable and has not once kissed Lotte in my
presence. God reward him for that. I am bound to love
him for the respect he shows the girl. He wishes me
well, which I suppose to be Lotte’s doing more than

a work of his own feclings. His equable demeanor
contrasts very sharply with the always-obvious
restlessness of my own character.

Without a doubt, there’s no better person than Albert
under the sun. I had a strange scene with him yesterday.
I came to say goodbye, having suddenly felt like riding
into the mountains, from where indeed I am now
writing to you, and as I was pacing up and down in the
room I caught sight of his pistols.— Lend me your
pistols, will you," I said, for my journey.

To lift the curtain and step behind it—that is all! And
why the hesitating and the apprehension? Because we do
not know how things look behind that curtain? Because
there is no return? And because it s the nature of our
minds to suspect confusion and darkness wherever we
can't know anything definite.

Nature can find no exit out of the labyrinth of tangled
and contradictory forces, and the person must die.

SYNOPSIS

A gunshot...a life sacrificed...a love destroyed by memory; passion, and duty.

- An outlying arrondissement of Paris in the late 1920s.

Werther, a poet, becomes obsessed with Charlotte, and she returns his love ecstatically. But she is forced to reject
him when she learns that Albert—the man she had promised her dying mother she would marry—has returned. Their
wedding proceeds and Werther is consumed with jealousy, although Albert offers understanding. Even as Werther
contemplates suicide, he cannot bring himself to leave. Charlotte begs him to go, only conceding that they may meet
again in a few months, at Christmas.

In the interim, Werther's passionate letters cause Charlotte anguish and bitter remorse. She is forced to admit to herself
that in spite of her struggles to forget, she loves him still. On Christmas Eve Werther returns, and she almost gives

in to him but, overcome with quilt, rushes away. Werther despairingly leaves. Albert is suspicious of a visibly nervous
Charlotte, and when he receives a message from Werther asking him for the loan of his pistol, as he is leaving “for a
distant country,” Albert orders Charlotte to fetch the gun so he can send it with a servant. She realizes what is implied in
the request, and once Albert departs she rushes to Werther, praying she will not be too late. She confesses her love as
the sounds of children singing “Noel” echo outside.

DAVID ANGUS Conductor

David Angus has just extended his contract
for a third time as the Music Director of
Boston Lyric Opera, where he conducts the
majority of the productions each year and
oversees all musical matters. He is also the
Honorary Conductor of the Symphony Orchestra of Flanders,
following several years as its Principal Conductor, when he played

a major part in establishing it as Belgium’'s most exciting and
successful new orchestra. Previously he was the Music Director
of Glimmerglass Opera. Mr. Angus conducts concerts and opera
throughout Europe, and broadcasts frequently on BBC Radio
3 and abroad in Austria, Ireland, Holland, Denmark, ltaly, and
Belgium. Plans for this season, apart from his work at BLO, include
choral music by Elgar and MacMillan with the Huddersfield Choral
Society and the BBC Philharmonic, two CD recordings (with the
London Philharmonic and with the orchestra of Opera North)
and concerts in the USA, the UK, Sweden and ltaly.

Crystal Manich returns to Boston Lyric
Opera following a successful production
of | Puritani in 2014. She has been hailed by
The New York Times, The Wall Street Journal

and other major publications for “lively” and

“imaginative staging.” Later in 2016 she will direct Haydn’s
Armida for her debut at Pinchgut Opera in Sydney, Australia,
in addition to making a return to Buenos Aires Lirica, Argentina,
with Verdi's Ernani. She will direct Handel's Agrippina for New
England Conservatory in April, and Saint-Saéns' Samson et Dalila
at Tulsa Opera. As a practitioner of presenting baroque works in
non-traditional performance spaces, she directed productions of
The Coronation of Poppea, Giasone and The Return of Ulysses
with Opera Omnia, a New York City-based company she co-
founded. Her past credits include more than 30 productions at
Pittsburgh Opera, Opera Columbus, American Opera Projects,
Center for Contemporary Opera, Utah Opera, North Carolina
Opera, Opera Roanoke, Ash Lawn Opera, Bay View Festival, St.
Petersburg Opera, and Lyric Opera Baltimore. She also served as
assistant artistic director of Cirque du Soleil's Quidam in Brazil. Ms.
Manich is a graduate of Carnegie Mellon University.
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JOHN CONKLIN Set Designer

John Conklin has designed sets on and off-
Broadway, at the Kennedy Center, and for
opera companies around the world, including
the Metropolitan Opera, Lyric Opera of
Chicago, Seattle Opera, San Francisco
Opera, Bastille Opera in Paris, The Royal Opera and the opera
houses of Munich, Amsterdam, and Bologna, among others.
Locally, his work has been seen in Boston Lyric Opera’s | Puritani
(2014), The Magic Flute (2013), Madama Butterfly (2012), and
Macbeth (2011), as well as at the American Repertory Theater
and Boston Ballet. He also designed BLO’s 1997 production of
Werther. Additionally, Mr. Conklin develops lecture series and
community events for BLO that enrich the audience experience
and strengthen the presence of opera in Boston’s arts community.
He is on the faculty at New York University’s Tisch School of the
Arts and was a recipient of the 2011 NEA Opera Honors.

She recently appeared as Blondchen in Die Entfiihrung aus
dem Serail (Theatre Champs-Elysées), Alice in Unsuk Chin’s Alice
in Wonderland (Los Angeles Philharmonic and BBC Symphony
Orchestra) and Gilda in Rigoletto (Opera Omaha). Ms. Gilmore
made her BLO debut in 2010 as Zerbinetta in Ariadne auf Naxos.
She has already performed with distinguished companies such as
the Metropolitan Opera, Teatro alla Scala in Milan, The Bavarian
State Opera in Munich, La Monnaie in Brussels, Opera Colorado,
Grand Théatre de Geneve, and Florida Grand Opera among
others. She is a native of Atlanta, Georgia, and received her
Bachelor of Music from Indiana University and continued with
graduate studies at Boston University.

David McFerrin is a BLO Jane & Steven
Akin Emerging Artist alumnus who has
appeared in numerous Company productions,
including Opera Annex productions The
